JORDAN

This JJAS special issue on “The Development of Sciences and Technology of Agriculture, Food, and
Nutrition in Jordan” has been announced soon after the declaration of the official day of the centenary of the
founding of the Jordanian state on the 11th of April 2021 (Ahmad, 2021). The issue comprises 13 invited review
articles that describe the advancement in basic and applied scientific research in the fields of agriculture, food,
and nutrition in a hundred years of the country’s establishment. The development in science and technology of
these fields has emerged as a powerful paradigm for Jordan’s next generation of economics, food security, and
human health (JIC, 2018).

In this JJAS special issue, we invited articles exploring the advances in the fields of agriculture, food, and
nutrition in Jordan; for example, food security, food industry, human nutrition and dietetics, agricultural extension
and economics, plant biodiversity, biotechnology, olive industry, plant protection and weed control, wastewater
management, plant taxonomy, fruit trees, crop production, poultry industry, livestock, and feed production, etc.
(Ahmad, 2021). We originally attracted 24 submissions and received 14, among which 13 articles were selected
for inclusion in this special issue after a review process. The accepted papers are highly innovative and
informative exhibiting essential and advanced scientific and technologic research in their fields. The following
table 1 lists the 13 accepted articles that appear in the current special issue of JJAS, 2021; volume 17(Supplement
1, issue 3).

Finally, I would like to thank all the contributing authors for their hard work. My gratitude goes to the JJAS
editorial board for their continued support and for carefully reviewing the articles for this special issue. Special
thanks go to the JJAS secretary Rana AbuLaila for her meticulous editorial work and the Scientific Research and
Innovation Support Fund/ Jordan Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research for support and in making
this special issue successful.
