ABSTRACT

This study deals with the beginning of the use of stelae in the Levant and
Anatolia since the Upper Paleolithic period, and the stages of development of
their use in the following periods until the end of the Pottery Neolithic period.
It also discusses the function of stelae and the diversity of their types, especially
in the Pre-Pottery Neolithic period. These stelae were linked to religious
thought through their presence in ritual buildings and burials. They were animal
and human formations that were decorated, and were not limited to stone pillars,
but also included stone slabs. The study showed the importance of the stelae in
the beliefs and ideas of people who lived in prehistoric times.
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
