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New Dadanian and Lihyanite Inscriptions from the site of Dadn
(Al-Khuraybah) in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

ABSTRACT

This research examines four inscriptions from the archaeological site of Dadn
(Al-Khuraybah), which were discovered in the religious center area of the site
in the ninth season (2012) of the field work of the Department of Archeology,
King Saud University. The inscriptions show that there is a class in the
population of the Daden site families who attributed themselves to their craft
and profession as a maker and a goldsmith. In addition, the inscriptions contain
other elements, such as people’s names, religious connotations such as
supplications, devotional and votive words, and mention of the main deity
(Dhu-Ghayba “Dhu-Ghaya’) among the people of Dedan and the Lihyan.
